If you type your content into
Word and copy and paste it
into Moodle, you may find
“strange” characters appearing
after you save the content. To
help alleviate this, click on the
Word clean HTML button on
the toolbar after pasting the
Word content.

Use “alt text” (also called “alt
tags”) with your web images to
aid students using screen readers
or those who have turned off
image downloading in their
browsers. If you do not provide
alt text,images will be identified
by the filenames.
